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HISTORY.

On the 25th July, 1909, the Bleriot XI (the subject of
our model), became the first aeroplane to fly the Channel.
Louis Bleriot took off from a small village near Calais in
France at 441 a.m. and landed in 2 meadow near Dover
some. 37 minutes later. The spot where he landed is now
marked by the figure of an aeroplane, cut in stone.

~ Bleriot was born in Cambrai in France on Ist July,
1872, he trained as an engineer and was a prosperous
manufacturer of motor car accessories.

Bleriot used this to open a factory producing large
numbers of aeroplanes, some of which were used in the
1914-18 war. ’

The Bleriot XI. which flew the Channel is now in a
Museum in Paris, and a similar aeroplane is in the Shuttle-
worth Trust.
