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Without a doubt, the Reisen or Zero Fighter is the most famous aircraft ever
produced by Japanese industry. At the time of its debut in 1939, it was
arguably the best fighter aircraft -- either carrier- or land-based -- in the
world. Above all, it possessed unsurpassed maneuverability and range,
while its firepower and speed were at least the equal of its contemporaries.
Development of the Zero began in May of 1937. Mitsubishi’s team was led
by Chief Engineer Jiro Horikoshi, the man responsible for the Navy Type
96 Carrier Fighter (the ASM “Claude”), itself a very successful plane.
Horikoshi's design for the new fighter was packed with features which were
innovations at the time: retractable landing gear, a fully enclosed cockpit, a
variable-pitch propeller, segmented fuselage construction, a streamlined
drop tank, wing-mounted 20mm cannon and more. The A6M1 prototype
was completed in March of 1939, and made its first flight in April. During
testing, the prototype -- powered by a 780hp Zuisei engine -- achieved a
speed of 491 km/h. This and its other performance characteristics all meet
or exceeded the Navy's requirements. Following testing, minor
modifications (such as switching to a three-blade propeller) were made and
the aircraft was handed over to the Navy for further tests in September.
Following commencement of the Navy's testing, the third and following
prototypes were fitted with the 940hp Nakajima Sakae 12 engine, further
improving on the plane’s already exceptional performance. Compared to
the Zuisei-powered version, this type was 270mm longer and 19kg heavier,
but top speed was boosted to 533.4 km/h. Although the second prototype

was lost in a unexplained accident in which the plane came apart in mid-air,
the Navy's tests were otherwise completely successful, and the
Sakae-powered Zero was adopted by the Navy in July of 1940 becoming
officially known as the Navy Type Zero Carrier Fighter Model 11, or
AG6M2 (the name was revised in 1942 to A6M2a). Even prior to the plane's
official adoption, fifteen pre-production examples had been sent to China
for combat trials. These aircraft fulfilled the Navy's hopes for the type.
Together with production planes, they combined to shoot down 99 Chinese
aircraft while losing just two of their own number to ground fire during one
combat in September. A total of 64 Model 11 Zeros were produced.
Employed as land-based planes, these aircraft lacked carrier-use features
such as tail hooks and folding wings. Beginning with the 67th aircraft,
however, 50cm manual-folding wingtips, tail hooks and other modifications
were incorporated. This version of the Zero was adopted as the Model 21,
or A6M2b. Nakajima Hikoki also began their production of the plane with
this model. It was the A6GM2b which spearheaded the Japanese successes at
Pearl Harbor, Wake, the Philippines and others, firmly establishing it as the
most formidable fighter in the sky during the early years of the Pacific War.

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In 1935, the Imperial Japanese Navy (IJN) commissioned both Mitsubishi and
Nakajima with the construction of prototypes for a project tentatively titled the
"“Type Ten Carrier-based Attack-Bomber". IIN specs for the new type were far
more ambitious than those for the recently adopted Type 96 attack-bomber.
Nakajima, faced as they were with the prospect of losing yet another IIN
contract to Mitsubishi, approached the task at hand as nothing less than a
life-or-death struggle for survival of the company, pouring everything into R+D
efforts for the new plane. Accordingly, they pulled out all the stops in the
newly-nomenclatured Type 97 project, drawing up plans for what would
become the first low-winged, all-metal monocoque fuselaged attack plane in the
IUN arsenal. The Type 97 was given retractable landing gear and a narrow
fuselage seating three crew members in tandem with the pilot in front.
Upward-folding wings made for improved storage capacity on cramped carrier
decks. A key factor in the design was the adoption of a three-bladed two-stage
adjustable pitch all-metal propeller which matched engine output for maximum
performance efficiency in take-off, climb, cruising and top speed modes. The
Type 97 Model 1 Carrier-based Attack-bomber (BSN1) was officially adopted
on November 16, 1937, and while the plane was initially mated with the
"Hikari" engine -- rated 300hp lower than the "Sakae" engine originally
intended for the design -- the Type 97 still passed IJN specs with flying colors.
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Finally given the "Sakae" powerplant in the autumn of 1938, the new Type 97
Model 3 (B5N2) was officially adopted in December 1939, and the Nakajima
production lines were shifted accordingly. With their superlative performance
and high level of bombing and torpedo accuracy, Type 97 planes, flying from
all six carriers in Nagumo's task force, struck a crippling blow to the U.S.
Pacific Fleet in the Pearl Harbor raid of December, 1941. The performance of
the Type 97 was particularly noteworthy during the raid as a delivery platform
for the specially developed shallow-run torpedoes which put to rest claims that
the shallow waters of Pearl Harbor made the ships moored there impervious to
torpedo attack with explosive finality. Fighting alongside the superlative Zero
fighter and Type 99 Aichi "Val" dive bomber as a mainstay of IUN carrier
forces, the Type 97 saw extensive action in the initial stages of the war in
combat in the Solomons, Southwest Pacific and Indian Ocean campaigns.

In 1936, the Imperial Japanese Navy requested bid
submissions for a carrier based bomber prototype from
aircraft managers Mitsubishi, Aichi and Nakajima. With
Mitsubishi dropping out of the project early on, the contest
narrowed down to competing bids from Aichi and
Nakajima. Aichi’s prototype, which made its initial test
flight in 1938, was a low-wing, all-metal monoplane
design featuring aerodynamically superb, oval-tapered
main wings and control surfaces, fixed landing gear and
special dive flaps for dive bombing. Despite several time
consuming R+D problems such as instability and sluggish
rudder response which became apparent during subsequent
test flights, the Aichi design was officially adopted over
the Nakajima prototype as the Type 99 D3A1 by the Navy
